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Background

In May 2010 new legislation governing the coordination of social security systems within EU member States (1) was introduced. Part of this legislation introduced new, streamlined approach to the determination of applicable legislation. 
The legislation is contained in EU Regulation 883/04 - Basic Regulation (BR) and EU regulation 987/09 – Implementing Regulation (IR). In its simplest form, the basic legislation contains the rules to be applied and the Implementing Regulation contains details on how to apply them.
The two main types of situation examined in the legislation relate to Postings and persons with activity in two or more member States.

The rules for decisions on Postings are broadly similar to those used under the previous legislation.

The decision process in relation to activity in two or more Member States has changed significantly and it is for this reason we have put together these contact details.    
Article 13 of the basic regulation governs which Member State is the competent Member State in cases where a person performs activity in two or More Member States. Article 16 of the implementing regulation details the procedure for the application of Article 13 and states that an individual must apply for a decision on the applicable legislation from the Member State in which he resides. 

We have found this new procedure causes a number of issues as individuals are often confused as to which institution they should apply to.
This guide will allow us to direct our customers to the correct institutions within their Member State of Residence. 
(1) In the following text, the term “Member State” also refers to EEA Member States and Switzerland as soon as the Regulation 883/2004 becomes applicable to them
